Citizen's interest levels in providing feedback on this document will go up if BDA can do the following please - a few open house sessions + a written FAQ to cover the following

· What exactly is a Master Plan

· How exactly is it used when "developing" Bangalore

· How does a citizen complain when the masterplan is violated

· Who does a citizen complain to - BDA all the time, or one of BBMP, BDA and BMRDA depending on the location?

· What punishments are given out to people (whoever that might be) if Masterplan is "violated"

· Examples of "adherance to published Masterplan", good cases, the bad ones where a punishment was handed out

Please don't assume that

a) citizens understand what this Masterplan business is.

b) and those who do, have faith in a published masterplan being followed and enforced.

Most of us do NOT get both of above. Without educative sessions or FAQs (these must come directly from BDA, and not NBF, Janagraha or even Praja RAAG type groups), there is either not much point in providing feedback, or not much feedback will come.

Recommendations:

· Move out the July 7 deadline

· Hold at least 4 "education sessions", one each in North/South/East/West corners of Bangalore. Weekends please, unless you only want the retired folks to attend.

· Publish an FAQ which should incorporate most/reasonable questions gathred from these sessions.
