Current Facts

. 50% of citizens of Bangalore use buses and walking as primary mode of transport; < 10% use cars.
. People are finding it difficult to cross roads even now. [On Bellary Road, 50 pedestrians died in the
first 8 months alone after the new road was opened.]
. How can school-children, senior citizens and the physically challenged use such roads?
. Pedestrian subways and sky-walks not usable; especially by the elderly, women and physically
challenged.
Our Plan of Action
. Go to a few major traffic junctions, and attempt to cross the road
. Observe the time taken for pedestrians to cross roads
. Observe the amount of time pedestrians have to wait before they can cross a road
. Note behaviour of motorists to pedestrians attempting to cross roads

Our Demands

. Include pedestrian signals (Pelican Lights) at regular intervals on all the roads

. Widen footpaths instead of roads

. Reduce the number of vehicles on the roads

o by discouraging private modes of transport and,

o encouraging walking, cycling and use of public transport

. Impose strong penalties on motorists who drive their vehicles on footpaths

. Improve pavements all over the city. Make them physically-challenged friendly.

. Remove all pedestrian subways and sky walks. Pedestrians should be able to cross at ground level.
