Dear Mr C,

It is becoming more and more difficult to deal with the ROS. Last Thursday 16th was a wasteful trip as the dealing clerk was on leave. Yesterday 20th I could get the clerk (a new one with reorganization), but her new demands for filing was really problematic. They were like this:

1. The Notice to the GB members should be in Kannada and to be typed (not to be hand written).

2. The MOM – both the hand drafted and the final ones should be in Kannada and to be typed and to be presented along with the English versions.

3. List of GB members should be in Kannada along with their addresses.

4. The resolution should be with the typed Kannada translation.

5. The photos of ALL the members to be available along with their names, designation and addresses in Kannada.

I tried my best to reason out that my Kannada writing was good and readable; hence her demand for typed copy was not tenable. She submitted that she was only following the directions and cannot compromise. 

I tried for Mr. Joshi, the Dy. Registrar. He was on leave and one Mr. Venkataswamy, KAS, Asst. Registrar, Admin & Inspection is looking after the portfolio temporarily. But he was in a long never ending meeting elsewhere.

To day I went early at 10.50a.m. to hear that Mr. Venkataswamy was in a meeting. I had to wait till 11.45 a.m. But it turned out to be short lived as he went again to discuss an issue with a contractor calling on him (the building is going on a large scale renovation). He returned only at 12.15. after hearing my story he simply brushed aside my objections. His simple answer was “that the Kannada Pradhikara (KDA- Kannada Development Authority) has given strict instructions for complete Kannadisation”. I told him that ours being an International Organisation, cannot fulfill the requirements simply to satisfy someone else other than the ROS. I even questioned him as to anybody going through our documents but only asking for irrelevant things. I even told him that our organisation has written a letter about this issue to the Secretary, Revenue Dept. and we may have to seek his personal interview to sort out the issue. I even told him that many assns. have stopped reregistering as the demands by ROS are becoming too irksome. While I was in deep discussion with him, Mr. Somashekhar (remember the smart young man called by Mr. Naik, Registrar to sort out our issue?) entered. I reminded him the assurance given by both Mr. Naik & Mr. Joshi not to unnecessarily antagonize the Assns. by demanding too many details. He took our application, initialed at the required place and asked me to remit the Regn. Fee. The clerk then filled up the necessary challan. I then went to the SBM at Shivajinagar, followed the queue and paid the Regn. Fee. It was already nearing 2.00pm. and lunch time at ROS. In the circumstances I have to make another visit tomorrow to submit the appln. form along with the challan and to pay the filing fee.
